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ABOUT THE CONFERENCE

‘National Initiative towards Strengthening Arbitration and Enforcement in India’ is a landmark three-day
conference organised in New Delhi to promote India as a global hub for arbitration amongst international
practitioners, corporate houses and the Indian legal fraternity.

The role of the court differs at different stages. While non-intervention by courts is a fundamental feature of
the Indian Act, court support is vital in thwarting attempts to stall the arbitration at various stages and assist in
discovery, interim measures, witness examination, etc. At the enforcement stage, the Indian courts now wear
three hats (having to apply different tests under Section 34 and Section 48 of the Arbitration Act). The session
will also explore how this will work out in practice and what is the right balance that the courts must strike in
the interest of justice.
